The healthcare sector covers the development, 

production and delivery of drugs and services relat-

ed to healthcare. This includes pharma/biotech, 

healthcare technology, and healthcare provision 

(such as hospital groups, health insurance). The 

healthcare industry is heavily regulated and varia-

bly controlled by governmental bodies, thus under-

standing how these parties interact with compa-

nies and their assets is key. While somewhat shield-

ed from macro events, areas of healthcare investing 

can be highly risky, particularly within the biotech 

sector. Balancing risk and having an understanding 

of both the science, and its interaction with policy 

and payers, can provide the opportunity for the 

healthcare team to capitalise on the large opportu-

nities in the sector.

CamSIF’s core mission has always been to 

make finance more accessible to everyone. 

To that end, the newly formed tech team 

has been hard at work continually delivering 

novel products and services.

We started the year with the redesign 

and deployment of our front-facing website 

(camsif.org). This is the new home of CamSIF 

on the web, with key information about our 

society, our history, and our mission. It also 

was key for marketing and membership, 

securing over 500 signups for the mailing list 

in the first week of launch.

We then embarked on one of the most 

ambitious projects in CamSIF history: the 

Synergy platform (synergy.camsif.org). To 

support our trademark weekly stock-pitches, 

we developed full-stack infrastructure to 

price trades, track FX, and hold our own 

virtual portfolio. This project marks the 

beginning of active investing in CamSIF: what 

better way to evaluate a pitch than to invest 

directly? We have also established fruitful 

partnerships with Polygon.io and Tiingo, who 

provide us timely stock quotes through their 

APIs. With the active contributions of Chloe 

Yiu, Matthew Hendricks, and Jade Wang, we 

were able to successfully deploy the platform 

just after the end of term. Anyone can now 

access the performance of all our funds, 

showing a detailed breakdown of allocation 

and direction.

Following our initial deployment, we are 

already roadmapping new products for 

Synergy in the coming months. These 

include:
• User accounts for portfolio managers to 

book their own trades on the platform. 

This will be key in introducing our 

partner societies in other universities to 

Synergy.

• Quantitative Analysis to optimize 

allocation and predict risk. In collabora-

tion with the Quant Team (led by Joe 

Jolley), we will ship tools to evaluate 

funds using Modern Portfolio Theory 

and Monte Carlo Simulation. These will 

provide deeper insight into investment 

theory and hopefully be a strong 

learning tool.

• Trade History including portfolio 

adjustment reports. We want to recog-

nise the work of our sector teams in 

researching and applying rationale to 

investments.

• Exploring New Instruments for invest-

ment. We are tentatively looking at 

including Indices and other securities to 

help hedge risk. More on this soon!
